Illness and Misadventure Appeal Steps
Step 1: The student obtains an Illness/Misadventure Appeal Form from:

- the Head Teacher (or Relieving Head Teacher) of the subject, or

-  a Deputy Principal, or

- their Year Advisor, or 

- download from the student intranet

 within 3 school days of their return to school.

Step 2. The student completes the form and attaches any supporting information* (either Doctors Certificate or Statutory Declaration) and forwards on to Head Teacher (or Relieving Head Teacher) of the subject concerned within the three school days of their return to school.

Step 3. The Head Teacher (or Relieving Head Teacher) will make a recommendation before giving it to the Deputy Principal (or Relieving Deputy Principal) for a decision to be made. These are lodged in an in tray in the DP’s office who will inform the relevant HT of the outcome of the appeal ASAP.
Note that for Year 9 only, the Head Teacher concerned makes the final decision. 

The form does not proceed to the Deputy Principal.
Step 4. The Head Teacher (or Relieving Head Teacher) will inform the student of the outcome of the Illness/Misadventure Appeal ASAP.
* If Illness and Misadventure relates to sickness as the reason for non attendance for a task HELD on a specified date, in most cases the student MUST complete a substitute task within 5 school days of their return to school.
NB: Students are reminded that Illness and Misadventure Appeals for the Higher School Certificate Exams require a Doctors Certificate as minimum requirements
